· Judges used MUST be Irish Gymnastics qualified judges

3. NOTES:
The following listed events carry AUTOMATIC APPROVAL from Irish Gymnastics and do not require approval from Irish Gymnastics. 

1) Irish Gymnastics National Championships/Finals/Grand Prix Events

2) Any Region of Irish Gymnastics holding Finals as qualification competition for National Championships
3) In-house Club based activities including but not limited to Displays, Competitions, Coaching Clinic and Camps. These activities are specifically in relation to members of the organising Club only. If Irish Gymnastics Members wish to attend an event organised by another Club, the host Club must apply for approval. 
4) Involvement in a Special Olympics/Community Games/Primary School/Secondary School or Third Level College/Olympic Council of Ireland organised competition 
5) Involvement in St Patrick’s Day Parade.
